Care and Maintenance

To maintain the product’s appearance, wipe it with a
clean dry soft cloth. To remove dirt or stains, wipe it with
a clean soft cloth that is slightly dampened with a diluted
detergent solution. To ensure smooth running, caster

pintles should be lubricated once or twice a year.

Do not use the product in direct sunlight or outdoors, as
it may result in discoloring and/or deformation of the
materials. Do not use the product in places where it may
be exposed to water splashing on the product or very
high temperatures. Such use may result in rusting,

discoloring and/or deformation of the materials.
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Troubleshooting

If you have problems with using the Moby S, first please
check the simple fixes below. If you continue to have
problems or suspect a problem with the product, contact

your dealer or Steelcase Sales Department.

Castors don’t run smoothly:
Lint may be covering the casters. Please clean the

caster(s).

Tambour door doesn’t open/close smoothly:
Dust or dirt may have accumulated on the door rail.

Please clean the rail.

The door cannot be locked with the key:
Please check that the door is closed correctly to the

specified position.

The key does not work correctly:
The cylinders of the lock may have been worn away.

Please grease the cylinders with a grease spray gun.
